Our CTL Fellows are hard at work on their projects. Here are project highlights from 

James Croft (College of Professional Studies). 

 

Professor Croft, the Director of the Legal Studies Program on the Queens Campus, is 

completing the National Society of Legal Technology (NSLT) Certification with an eye 

toward building an elective course around that certification.  A review of the market 

for legal services has suggested that teaching students more about legal technology 

will help them in the workforce.  And, the way that many other undergraduate legal 

studies programs go about teaching legal technology is by requiring their students to 

complete the NSLT certification.  The NSLT platform is wholly online and includes tu-

torials and quizzes on legal software including: Case Management Software; Docu-

ment Management Software; Electronic Discovery Software; Legal Billing and Time 

Tracking Software; Legal Calendaring Software; Office Technology Software; Practice 

Management Software; and Trial Management and Presentation Software.   

 

 

 

Funding Renewed for Free Adult Literacy Program  
Funding for the Free Adult Literacy Program, offered by the Center for Latin Ameri-

can and Caribbean Studies (CLACS) at St. John’s University, has been renewed in the 

amount of $100,000 for the 2018–19 academic year by the New York City Depart-

ment of Youth and Community Development (DYCD). The program offers English 

language instruction to socioeconomically disadvantaged adult learners in Queens 

and the surrounding community. It is led by Alina Camacho-Gingerich, Ph.D., Director 

of CLACS, Chair of the Department of Languages and Literatures, and Professor 

of Spanish.
