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As the student population grows, racial diversity is also expected to become more pronounced.

· Recent levels of immigration are unprecedented:

· Since 1965, more than 20 million immigrants have settled in the US – with one million arriving each year in the 1990’s

· One in five children in the US are either foreign-born or born to immigrant parents

· Almost half of children in NYC schools come from immigrant households, and across these households 100 different languages are spoken

· This trend expected to drive campus diversity in coming years:

· By 2015, the proportion of non-white students across the US will increase to around 38% and account for approximately 80% of growth in the student population as a whole

The Economic Climate Today

It is estimated that despite cyclical economic downturns, the needs of our society for the services provided by our colleges and universities will continue to grow steadily.  The economy will merely determine which programs and curricula are in demand, based on job growth and industry trends in the future.  
This economic downturn can have grave implications on financing college.  Financial aid leveraging is an important institutional tool for awarding and attracting students who need financial assistance.  As tuition continues to rise, and federal and state spending on higher education declines, the gap that students must cover to pay for college widens.  Thus, the goal of financial aid is to help reduce the gap, offering merit awards, loans, work-study programs and grants can make choosing education at a private institution a much more attractive and feasible option.

College tuition levels are starting to climb – possibly to prohibitive levels – in 2003 the SUNY board recommended raising undergraduate tuition 41% (the largest increase in SUNY’s history.)
Thus, more students are lining up for financial aid (Approximately 20% increase in recent years; 6 in 10 full time college students received non-family financial aid in 2003).
