Agency Directions:

Public Transportation
From the Staten Island Ferry:

Take the S40/90 Bus to South Avenue & Richmond Terrace. Walk 0.4 miles (8 minutes) west on Richmond Terrace toward Holland Ave. The entrance is on your left (immediately after passing Betty Court). 
You may also take the S48/98 Bus from the Staten Island Ferry to Holland Ave & Benjamin Place (last stop). The property entrance in at the bus stop. 
From St. John’s University:
Walk 0.2 miles (4 minutes) South to Arlo Road & Howard Avenue. Take the Grymes Hill bound S66 Bus and g1:42 PMet off at Victory Blvd & Forest Ave.  From Forest Avenue & Oxford Place, Take the Arlington Terrace/Holland Avenue bound S48 Bus via Forest Avenue and 2:00 PMget off at Holland Avenue & Benjamin Place. 

Driving Directions
From Brooklyn/Bayonne: Take the Staten Island Expressway (I 278W) to Exit 6 (south Avenue). Make a right onto South Avenue and continue down to Richmond Terrace.  Make a left on Richmond Terrace and your entrances will be on the left immediately past Betty Court.
From Jersey:  Take Exit 4 after the Goethals Bridge Toll. Make the First Left onto Meeker Place which becomes Forest Ave. Continue down Forest Avenue to South Avenue. Make a left onto South Avenue and continue down to Richmond Terrace.  Make a left on Richmond Terrace and your entrances will be on the left immediately past Betty Court.
