Nature and Purpose of Agency
Richmond Hill students attend Public School 51Q for Grades Pre-K, K, and 1.  The population is diverse, reflecting NYC in general and Queens in particular.   Languages other-than-English that are spoken by our families include Spanish, Punjabi, Urdu, Russian, Arabic.  Our goal is to ensure that our Grade 1 students are intellectually challenged and socially and emotionally supported so that they leave our school with appropriate acquisition of standards-based skills in speaking, listening, reading, writing, and mathematics.  We also expect them to leave with an increased font of knowledge in the content areas of science and social studies, and a thirst to learn more about their immediate community and the larger world in which they live.  

Tasks Available for St John’s University Students:
ENL (English as a New Language) Program Assistance: Assist teachers in ENL self-contained classrooms.  St. John’s University students can help Grade K and 1 students with small group and/or individual activities, including academic work on online platforms. The time commitment is flexible during the school day. 

Lunch/Recess Assistance:  Facilitate games and interact with the children at PS51Q. Four volunteers are needed Monday-Friday from 10:50 a.m. until 12:50 p.m.
After School Homework Help: (Not yet funded) Work one on one with students to help them with their homework on Tuesdays and Wednesdays from 2:58 to 3:58 p.m. 6 students per shift. Note: Students can arrive on Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays and serve in the extended day program (funded), from 2:20-2:58 PM prior to the afterschool program. 
Library Assistance: Serve in the library any weekday afternoon, from 1:00 to 2:10 p.m., helping the students to select books to check out for the week. 1 to 2 students are needed each afternoon.
